e Bridal Party (http://www.davidsbridal.com/bridalparty.jsp) - In harmony with the bridal styles, the
bridal party also speaks to the luxury of the Victorian period. Gowns characterized by voluminous
skirts and strapless bodices in rich jewel-tones — such as malachite, regency, citrine and cypress —
evoke an affluent feel. Deep blues are also prominent in shades of oasis and calypso. Touches of
velvet in sashes, ribbons and trims add texture and depth, while tulle, lace and novelty illusion hems
peeking out from beneath short skirts, add a bit of allure to bridesmaid’s gowns. Allover pleating on
skirts, inset in trains and shaped into bodices is also an important styling trend. These Victorian
influences are best seen in a satin, strapless, pick-up ballgown with a sash at the waist, that is
undoubtedly elegant (style #81123
(http://www.davidsbridal.com/bridesmaids_detail.jsp?stid=2326&prodgroup=110) : $180)

e Accessories (http://www.davidsbridal.com/accessories.jsp)— Elegant bridal accessories are the perfect
accompaniment for this regal bride and her attendants, featuring antique-inspired jewelry, swept up
Gibson locks with dazzling hair accessories and ethereal veils with elaborate beading and metallic
details. Bridal jewelry and tiaras boast combinations of crystals and pearls, setting a graceful tone.
Closed toe and peek-a-boo shoes also add an air of romance and mystique.

Perfect for a reception at a
chic venue, these modern wedding gowns are fashioned of fabrics such as taffeta, chiffon, jersey,
stretch mesh and lace and feature jewel encrusted trims and back interest.

Bridal Party (http://www.davidsbridal.com/bridalparty.jsp)- Bridesmaid gowns inspired by this trend
feature similar silhouettes to their bridal counterparts, in metallic brocades, velvet and satin fabrics.
Vintage details, as well as chain belts and waist treatments, take center stage. Hemlines vary from
tea to floor length. A deep neutral color palate, with colors such as redwood, cognac and truffle, adds
an elegant tone whereas the antique gold and titanium hues that are also favored reinforce the vintage
feel of the gowns. For the sophisticated bridesmaid, a strapless, taffeta bubble gown combines the
